Success requires everyone contributing their piece of the puzzle.

Skills: Role clarity, delegation, cross-functional collaboration, time management

The Diplomatic Summit
Duration: 2-3 hours | Team Size: 8-15 participants

Three factions are on the brink of war. Your team represents neutral mediators who must navigate

complex negotiations, uncover hidden agendas, and forge a lasting peace. Every conversation

matters.

Skills: Negotiation, active listening, conflict resolution, stakeholder management

The Survival Challenge
Duration: 3-4 hours | Team Size: 6-10 participants

Stranded in a hostile wilderness after an airship crash, your team must work together to find

shelter, secure resources, and signal for rescue before time runs out. Limited resources mean tough

decisions.

Skills: Resource allocation, decision-making under uncertainty, prioritization, adaptability

The Mystery Manor
Duration: 2-3 hours | Team Size: 6-12 participants

A wealthy noble has been murdered during a dinner party, and everyone is a suspect. Your team

must gather clues, interview witnesses, and piece together the truth before the killer strikes again.

Skills: Analytical thinking, information synthesis, attention to detail, collaborative investigation



The Startup Quest

relationships, resource management, team morale, and reputation as you build your enterprise.
